e THETRINITY

We believe in one God, eternally existing in three persons- Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

e THEFATHER

loving and infinitely good; having life in Himself and giving to all things.

e THESON

We believe that Jesus Christ is true God and true man, the only begotten of the Father. We
believe in the bodily resurrection of the Lord Jesus, in His ascension into Heaven, in His
present life as our High Priest and Advocate and in His personal return.

e THEHOLY SPIRIT

We believe in the supernatural manifestation of the Holy Spirit in and through the life of the
believer; in His empowering and equipping for service and ministry and in His definite, yet
progressive work of sanctification, commencing at the time of the new birth and continuing
until the consummation of Salvation.

0 We bDelieve that the one true church is the whole company of those who have been
redeemed by Jesus Christ and regenerated by the Holy Spirit, that the new birth and
personal confession of Christ are therefore essentials of church membership and that the
church on earth is the organism through which God says and does what He desires of His
world.
